Booth Spaces

Booths are available for everything from fine arts & crafts to imports and non-profits. (Spaces measure 10’ x 10’.) Booth spaces are limited so get your application in as soon as possible! Non-profits must also submit a 501(c)(3) letter, a mission statement outlining your goals and objectives, and a description of what your group plans on doing at the Fair (ex: recruiting volunteers, fundraising, distributing info).
West Side: Kids’ Area (West of Broadway and the East Side of the Municipal Building Lawn) = The Great Zucchini Race, Big Wheel 300, bungee attractions, family/child oriented vendors
Sports/Activity Expo (West of Broadway on the Municipal Building Lawn) = The latest in sports-related gear, technology & equipment, including interactive activities and demos!
East Side (East of Broadway on the Central Park Lawn) = Bandshell performers, beer garden, food court, vendors. Expanded area in Central Park on both sides of the creek this year!

Samplers

A sampler is any vendor who wishes to distribute samples of food (or other perishable items) at their booth during the weekend. Any exhibitor intending to sample food at the Fair must pay a $100 sampling fee and must first be approved by the Boulder Creek Events office. 
Sharing a Booth

If two exhibitors or non-profits wish to share a booth, each must submit a separate application, processing fee, and shared booth fee. Each exhibitor and/or non-profit will be accepted separately. Between the two applications, the following fees are due: One Booth Fee, Two Processing Fees, and Two Shared Booth Fees.

Double Booths

Double Booths measure 10’ x 20’. Exhibitor Double Booth Fee: $850 (plus $25 processing fee); Non-Profit Double Booth Fee: $550 (plus $25 processing fee). Booth spaces are limited but we will do our best to accommodate requests. Unfortunately, we cannot accommodate Triple Booth requests. 
Electricity

Power is available in most booths for an additional fee. In the space provided on your application, please give a detailed description of everything you are planning to plug in. Please note that every vendor is responsible for covering all cables and wires in his or her booth by using wire mats/covers.  Electricity Fees: • 110 volts, up to 1000 watts: $75

Tent Rental

Tents are not provided with your booth space. You may either bring your own 10’ x 10’ canopy tent or you may rent one. Our tent rental company is RC Special Events: (303) 527-2905.
Sales Tax
In the City of Boulder, sales tax is 8.16% for general retail. If you do not have a City of Boulder or State of Colorado sales tax license, you will have the opportunity to file sales tax at the Fair.

How To Apply

To apply to the 2010 Boulder Creek Hometown Fair, simply complete and sign the Application & Agreement, include all required materials and fees, and mail by Friday, July 30. Applications will be considered only when they are accompanied by full payment. Acceptance letters and packets will be mailed by the week of August 16. If you are not accepted, your full booth fee will be refunded after the Fair; however, processing fees are nonrefundable.
